About this Scholarship
Each year UCOL Te Pūkenga awards $1,000 to one or more students who have achieved well in their 
studies to help with tuition and course related costs. This doesn’t necessarily mean that the candidate(s) 
will be “A” student(s), as consideration will be given to the previous history and effort each candidate has 
put into the course.

Criteria
Applicants must be enrolled in and attending a course at UCOL Te Pūkenga, with preference given to full 
time study.

• When awarding the scholarship the Committee will consider the applicant’s personal history,
achievement and effort. This does not necessarily mean that the candidate will be an “A” student, as
consideration will be given to the applicant’s previous academic achievement and the effort that has
been put into this particular course.

• The award may be made to one student, or divided in any way determined by the Committee.

• The Committee will not comprise of any person/s who has nominated an applicant or acted as a
referee for an applicant
